He is the reflection of God’s
glory and the exact imprint of God’s very being, and he sustains all things by his
powerful word. When he had made purification for sins, he sat down at the right
hand of the Majesty on high, having become as much superior to angels as the
name he has inherited is more excellent than theirs.

For in these last days you sent him to be incarnate from the Virgin Mary, to be the
Savior and Redeemer of the world. Through Mary’s Holy Child, you have delivered
us from evil and made us worthy to stand before you.

Bread and wine are distributed at a standing
station at the head of the center aisle. The bread will be placed into your outstretched palm. If you
prefer a gluten-free wafer, simply ask for one at the time of Communion. If you wish to receive a
blessing instead, please cross your arms in front of your chest.

Intinction (dipping the bread in the wine) is not available at this time. If you do not wish to drink
from the common cup, please cross your arms in front of your chest as you pass by the chalice. The
full grace of the sacrament is received with only the bread.
