Tonight, we are all invited to join him in washing one another’s feet, as we remember
his admonition that the one who is greatest must be the servant of all.

If you wish to participate in the foot washing, simply take off your shoes and socks before leaving your seat
and come to one of the stations at the platform steps or along the sides of the nave.

First, sit to have your feet washed. Then wash the feet of the next person who comes. After you have washed
that person’s feet, please return to your seat.

The footwashing will take some time. The Assembly is invited to remain present to this action while seated
through quiet prayer and through participation in the music that is offered. Please remain seated to sing.
