We
encounter God within worship and are formed and
transformed as the people of God. One of the hallmarks

of the Episcopal Church is its liturgical worship. Liturgy
literally is “the work of the people,” and refers to the patterns,
forms, words, and actions through which public worship is
conducted.

The first reading is usually drawn from the Hebrew Scriptures, inviting us to trace
our heritage in God'’s historical covenant with the People of God.

READING Ezekiel 34:7-15

HEREFORE, you shepherds, hear the word of the Lorb: As I live, says the Lord

Gob, because my sheep have become a prey and my sheep have become food for
all the wild animals, since there was no shepherd, and because my shepherds have
not searched for my sheep, but the shepherds have fed themselves and have not fed
my sheep, therefore, you shepherds, hear the word of the Lorp: Thus says the Lord
Gopb: I am against the shepherds, and I will hold them accountable for my sheep and
put a stop to their feeding the sheep; no longer shall the shepherds feed themselves.
I will rescue my sheep from their mouths, so that they may not be food for them.

For thus says the Lord Gop: I myself will search for my sheep and will sort them
out. As shepherds sort out their flocks when they are among scattered sheep, so I
will sort out my sheep. I will rescue them from all the places to which they have
been scattered on a day of clouds and thick darkness. I will bring them out from
the peoples and gather them from the countries and bring them into their own land,
and I will feed them on the mountains of Israel, by the watercourses, and in all the
inhabited parts of the land. I will feed them with good pasture, and the mountain
heights of Israel shall be their pasture; there they shall lie down in good grazing land,
and they shall feed on rich pasture on the mountains of Israel. I myself will be the
shepherd of my sheep, and I will make them lie down, says the Lord Gop.

PSALM

The Psalm is a sung response to the previous reading. Psalms are the songbook of
the Hebrew Scriptures. They express every emotion known to humankind.

This reading, taken from the New Testament, is typically from a letter (epistle) to
the early Church, the Acts of the Apostles, or the Revelation to John.

READING 1 Peter 2:19-25

It is a credit to you if, being aware of God, you endure pain while suffering unjustly.
If you endure when you are beaten for doing wrong, what credit is that? But if you
endure when you do right and suffer for it, you have God’s approval. For to this you
have been called, because Christ also suffered for you, leaving you an example, so
that you should follow in his steps.

“He committed no sin,
and no deceit was found in his mouth”

When he was abused, he did not return abuse; when he suffered, he did not threaten;
but he entrusted himself to the one who judges justly. He himself bore our sins in
his body on the cross, so that, free from sins, we might live for righteousness; by his
wounds you have been healed. For you were going astray like sheep, but now you
have returned to the shepherd and guardian of your souls.

Assembly Thanks be to God.

The sequence hymn or Gospel acclamation moves us toward the summit of the
Liturgy of the Word—the reading of the Holy Gospel. Gospel means “good news"—
specifically the “good news of Jesus Christ.”

The choir introduces the Alleluias, all repeat them. The choir sings the verse, then all repeat the Alleluias.
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Verse: I am the gate. Whoever enters by me will be saved, and will come in and go out and find pasture.



This reading is taken from one of the four Gospels (Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John),
which depict the life, teachings, death, resurrection, and ascension of our Lord
Jesus Christ. We stand for the Gospel reading to show the particular importance
placed on Jesus's words and actions.

THE HOLY GOSPEL John 10:1-10

Deacon The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John.
Assembly Glory to you, Lord Christ.

Jesus said, “Very truly, I tell you, anyone who does not enter the sheepfold by the gate
but climbs in by another way is a thief and a bandit. The one who enters by the gate is
the shepherd of the sheep. The gatekeeper opens the gate for him, and the sheep hear
his voice. He calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. When he has brought
out all his own, he goes ahead of them, and the sheep follow him because they know
his voice. They will not follow a stranger, but they will run from him because they
do not know the voice of strangers.” Jesus used this figure of speech with them, but
they did not understand what he was saying to them.

So again Jesus said to them, “Very truly, I tell you, I am the gate for the sheep. All
who came before me are thieves and bandits; but the sheep did not listen to them. I
am the gate. Whoever enters by me will be saved, and will come in and go out and
find pasture. The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy. I came that they may
have life, and have it abundantly”

Deacon 'The Gospel of the Lord.
Assembly Praise to you, Lord Christ.

The homily directly follows the Gospel because it is grounded in the scriptures. It
illuminates the scriptural readings and relates them to daily life.

THE NICENE CREED

The word “creed” comes from the Latin “credo” for “I believe.” First formulated
at the Council of Nicaea in 325 CE and confirmed in 381 CE, the Nicene Creed
is said at the Holy Eucharist and reflects what Christians believe regarding the

relationship between the Father, Jesus, and the Holy Spirit: The Holy Trinity.

The Book of Common Prayer (1979), p. 358

We believe in one God,
the Father, the Almighty,
Maker of heaven and earth,
of all that is, seen and unseen.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ,
the only Son of God,
eternally begotten of the Father,
God from God, Light from Light,
true God from true God,
begotten, not made,
of one Being with the Father.
Through him all things were made.
For us and for our salvation
he came down from heaven:
by the power of the Holy Spirit
he became incarnate from the Virgin Mary;
and was made man.
For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate;
he suffered death and was buried.
On the third day he rose again
in accordance with the scriptures;
he ascended into heaven
and is seated at the right hand of the Father.
He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead,
and his kingdom will have no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life,
who proceeds from the Father and the Son.
With the Father and the Son he is worshiped and glorified.
He has spoken through the Prophets.
We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church.
We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins.
We look for the resurrection of the dead,
and the life of the world to come. Amen.

The Presider concludes the prayers with a collect. All respond: Amen.

THE LITURGY OF THE TABLE

Having listened to the Word of God, affirmed our faith, confessed our sins,
received forgiveness, and shared in the peace, we are prepared for the mystery
and miracle of the Holy Communion. At the offertory, we gratefully offer back to
God some of what God has given us, symbolically in the bread and wine,

and in the money we give.

OFFERTORY

An offering of money is received. Everyone participating in worship is invited to make an offering
in gratitude for God’s generosity. Together, these gifts make possible this community of welcome,
reconciliation and service. Those worshiping in person may place their offering in baskets as they
are passed through through the rows.

In the Great Thanksgiving, we do what Jesus himself asked us: thank God and recall all that God
has done for us in the life, death, and resurrection of Christ. The Great Thanksgiving, or Eucharistic
Prayer, is a lengthy prayer with several intentions. We recount the story of Jesus at the Last Supper,

where he took, blessed, broke, and gave bread and wine as sacraments of his body and blood. We
begin the Great Thanksgiving with the Sursum corda, meaning “Lift up your hearts.”

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Let us give thanks to the Lord ourGod. It is right to give God thanks and praise.

Presider 1t is truly right to glorify you, O God, our Refuge and Strength, and to give you
thanks, for you alone are God, living and true, dwelling in light inaccessible from
before time and for ever. Fountain of life and source of all goodness, you made all
things and fill them with your blessing; you created them to rejoice in the splendor
of your radiance. Countless throngs of angels stand before you to serve you night
and day; and, beholding the glory of your presence, they offer you unceasing praise.
Joining with them, and giving voice to every creature under heaven, we acclaim you,
and glorify your Name, as we sing,

The Sanctus (Holy, Holy, Holy) is the hymn of praise that never ceases before God
and is based on Isaiah 6:3.

We recall God’s acts of salvation history. The presider says the “Words of Institution”
that Jesus said at the Last Supper. At the Memorial Acclamation we remember
Christ’s death, resurrection, and promise to return at the end of the age. During the
prayer, the Holy Spirit is invoked to bless and sanctify the gifts of bread and wine.

Presider 'We acclaim you, Holy God, glorious in power. Your mighty works reveal your wis-
dom and love. You formed us in your own image, giving the whole world into our
care, so that, in obedience to you, our Creator, we might dwell as faithful compan-
ions with all your creatures. When our disobedience took us far from you, you did
not abandon us to the power of death. In your mercy you came to our help, so that
in seeking you we might find you. Again and again you called us into covenant with
you, and through the prophets you taught us to hope for salvation.

Gracious God, you loved the world so much that in the fullness of time you sent
your only Son to be our Savior. Incarnate by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary,
Jesus lived as one of us, yet without sin. To the poor he proclaimed the good news of
salvation; to prisoners, freedom, to the sorrowful, joy. To fulfill your purpose, Jesus
gave himself up to death; and, rising from the grave, destroyed death, and made the
whole creation new.

And, that we might live no longer for ourselves, but for the One who died and rose
for us, Jesus sent the Holy Spirit, the first gift for those who believe, to complete his
work in the world, and to bring to fulfillment the sanctification of all.

When the hour had come for Jesus to be glorified by you, his heavenly Father, hav-
ing loved his own who were in the world, Jesus loved them to the end; at supper with
them Jesus took bread, broke it, and gave it to them, and said, “Take, eat: This is my
Body, which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.”

After supper Jesus took the cup of wine; offered thanks and gave it to them, and
said, “Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed
for you and for all for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the
remembrance of me.”

Most Blessed One, we now celebrate this memorial of our redemption. Recalling
Christ’s death and descent among the dead, proclaiming Christ’s resurrection and
ascension to your right hand, awaiting Christ’s coming in glory; and offering to you,
from the gifts you have given us, this bread and this cup, we praise you and we bless
you.

All 'We praise you, we bless you,
we give thanks to you,
and we pray to you, the Rock of our Salvation.

Presider 'We pray that in your goodness and mercy your Holy Spirit may descend upon us,
and upon these gifts, sanctifying them and showing them to be holy gifts for your
holy people, the bread of life and the cup of salvation, the Body and Blood of your
Son Jesus Christ.

Presider Grant that all who share this bread and cup may become one body and one spirit,
a living sacrifice in Christ, to the praise of your Name. Remember, O God, your
one holy catholic and apostolic Church, redeemed by the blood of your Christ. Re-
veal its unity, guard its faith, and preserve it in peace .And grant that we may find
our inheritance with the Blessed Virgin Mary, with matriarchs, patriarchs, prophets,
apostles and martyrs, with Mark and all the saints who have found favor with you
in ages past. We praise you in union with them and give you glory through your Son
Jesus Christ our Redeemer.



Through Christ, and with Christ, and in Christ, all honor and glory are yours, Eter-
nal God, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, forever and for ever.

The Great Amen unites the congregation in one great voice as we concur with all
that the presider has prayed. It is the only “AMEN" in all capitals found in the Book
of Common Prayer, signifying the importance of the congregation’s response.
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All A - MEN.
We pray together the prayer that Jesus taught his disciples to pray. The link
between our daily bread and the spiritual food we receive in the Eucharist
is an ancient connection.

All may be seated for the time of Communion. All seeking God are welcome at Christ’s Table.

Please follow the directions of the Liturgical Ministers. Bread and wine are distributed at stand-
ing stations at the head of three aisles. The bread will be placed into your outstretched palm. If you
prefer a gluten-free wafer, simply ask for one at the time of Communion. If you wish to receive a
blessing instead, please cross your arms in front of your chest.

Intinction (dipping the bread in the wine) is not available at this time. If you do not wish to drink
from the common cup, please cross your arms in front of your chest as you pass by the chalice. The
full grace of the sacrament is received with only the bread.
